9. PENALTY SYSTEM:

10. SCORING:  A minimum of four (4) races shall

 be completed for the Catalina 22 National Sailing Association Championship title.  A boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores.  There will be no "throw-outs". The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A4.1 will apply.

11. BERTHING:  Boats shall be kept in their assigned places.  Dry Storage and daily launching/retrieval may be required.

12. PRIZES:  A minimum of five (5) boats per fleet will constitute the awarding of trophies.   The Betty Gay Clements perpetual trophy will be awarded to the highest placing woman skipper in accordance with its deed.
