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Approved Revision to Bylaws, 1/31/2006�BYLAWS of the LAKE WILDWOOD PC COMPUTER CLUB


I.	Purpose is to provide a forum for PC computer users to share a common interest,


to help each other, to learn other computer hardware and software, and to provide service for the community where possible. The PC Computer Club is a non-profit organization.


H. Membership is to include only Lake Wildwood Association Members in good standing, residents in good standing, and nonresidents approved by our Board of Directors. The Club will comply with Lake Wildwood Association requirements. Membership in the Club is contingent on payment of annual dues to be set by the Board of Directors. Dues are payable on January 1st of each year and prorated semi annually.


The Club will have two classes of members.


Regular members who are entitled to vote on any Club matter, and pay the HI membership dues.


Each regular member can designate one associate member who is in the same household as the regular member. The associate member pays no dues, and is not entitled to vote on Club matters.


The Club will follow Robert's Rules of Order.


Officers will be elected by a majority of the eligible membership in attendance at the regular November meeting, or at any other meeting for which advance notice has been provided by the Board to all Club members at least 7 days prior to the meeting. The Officers shall be Regular members and are: President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, Membership Chairperson, Equipment Manager, and Librarian. These Officers and the most recent past President will also serve as the voting members on the Board of Directors. The Board shall manage all the affairs of the Club. The President may ask other members of the Club to participate in the Board meetings as non-voting attendees.


A nominating committee consisting of two members at large, who will be nominated from the floor, and one representative from the Board of Directors will be appointed at the October meeting. They will prepare a slate of officers to be presented for election at the November meeting. In addition, nominations will be taken from the floor. There will not be an automatic-succession to any office. Officers are to serve a term of one year, beginning January 1st.


Any Officer may resign at any time by giving a written notice to the President. A vacancy in any elected office shall be filled by a majority vote of the eligible members attending the Club meeting. In this case, there will not be a nominating committee.
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Nominations will be made from the floor and voted on at the earliest possible meeting.


The newly elected President will appoint all committee chairman and persons to positions of responsibility as deemed necessary. Appointees should be encouraged to attend Board meetings, but will serve as non-voting members. At least Bi-Monthly general membership meetings will be held at a Lake Wildwood facility.


Regular meetings of the Board will be held Bimonthly [or additional) as agreed upon by the Board members. Special meetings of the Board may be called by a majority of the members of the Board. All meetings of the Board shall be open to members of the club.


The Treasurer will establish a local bank account. There will be at least two names on the account: Treasurer and President. Only one signature will be required on checks. The Treasurer shall keep accurate records of all financial transactions pertaining to the Club and shall, when requested, give an account of the financial condition of the Club.


The Board shall establish and the Treasurer will maintain reserve funds for replacing the Club's equipment when approved by the Board and the Members. Expenditures over $300 for capital items shall require a vote of the majority of the members attending a regular meeting. Expenditures required for maintenance of existing Club equipment may be approved by the Board.


The Secretary, or other Board member in the Secretary's absence, shall keep minutes of General Meetings and Board Meetings, and present them at such meetings when called upon. These minutes shall be made available to the Club's Members upon request


Any of these Bylaws may be amended by the majority of the eligible members attending a meeting when all the membership has been previously provided a copy of the amendments and notified of the time and place of the meeting at least 7 days in advance of the meeting. Alternatively, the Board may propose amendments for approval by a majority of the members voting by ballot. Amendments shall be effective immediately upon approval of the members.
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
